Hooking up to Reverse Beacon Skimmer Network and more - For SS

I'm learning as I go along here.  I found an easy way to hook up 
to the reverse beacon network of skimmers AND to include human 
spot, AND to allow outgoing spots:

N1MM/window/packet-telnet/telnet tab - scroll down to ve7cc

Press the button with your callsign on it in the lower right hand 
corner of the telnet window. N1MM will log you into ve7cc-1

issue the command SET/SKIMMER

You will now be seeing skimmer and human spots from all around 
the world. Skimmer spots have S/N ratios. Human spots don't have 
those.

Now you can set your filters as I mentioned in previous posts:
There are four filters that should be set:
DOC - the country of the spotter
DOS - the state of the spotter
DXCTY - the dx countries that you want to see
DXBM - the bands and modes that you want to see

The filters are set by sending commands to the telnet
cluster. Here is the command syntax of the filters I'll be
using this weekend. The commands need to be typed exactly as
shown in the "type" area of the n1mm telnet window.


On Friday and Saturday, where I'll be running and where
I want to see only the VE's, looking for the rare ones:
set/filter doc/pass k,ve
set/filter dos/off
set/filter dxcty/pass ve
set/filter dxbm/pass 10-cw,15-cw,20-cw,40-cw,80-cw

On Sunday, where I want to see all USA & VE spots:
set/filter dxcty/pass k,ve,kp4,kp2,kh6,kl
